4.2 Empowering Through Language at the 
Summer ESL Camp

This summer, as part of the Summer Camp program, the ESL 
Camp conducted at two centers in Mumbai (Goshala and Dixit) 
and two in Telangana (Sphoorti and Krushi Home) was much 
more than a conventional English class. It’s been a space for 
transformation. Our teachers are not only helping students 
improve their language skills, but also mentoring them to 
become confident, capable individuals. Through interactive 
activities like group games, role-plays, and everyday 
conversations, students are learning to use English in real-
world contexts. More importantly, they’re developing key life 
skills like teamwork, asking for help, and public speaking.

4.3 Hands-on Learning Through Summer 
Internships for Pathways Students

Pathways to Success students lent 
their support during the Summer 
Camp and the Summer Slam 
tournament, taking on various roles 
as operations interns, assistant 
coaches, and referees. Through 
these internships, our children gain 
valuable hands-on experience 
aligned with their interests, while also 
earning a stipend. Interning during 
the summer camps prepares them 
for the real world, equipping them 
with the necessary skills.

On April 19, 2025, Hi 5’s Pragati Study Center hosted a vibrant 
certification ceremony at the Motilal Nagar center court to 
honour its high-performing students. Certificates were 
presented across three key categories - Active Participation, 
100% Attendance, and Best Speaker - alongside participation 
certificates for all students. The event featured fun riddles for 
parents, student-led role plays and conversations, gift 
distribution, and parent feedback. The ceremony served as a 
celebration of their growth and commitment to personal 
development through education.
